§ guard uniforms, tights, jazz shoes, and all make-up 

 All CPMB members will travel to and from Gaither by approved HCPS school busses. Students will not be permitted to ride 
with family or friends – we are one band, and we will travel as such!  

 Even though we will NOT be taking our jackets off after our performance, all CPMB members are expected to wear their 
TILT! shirts underneath their uniforms.. 

 Our students will have ample time to visit the concession stand after our performance. Please make sure to bring some cash! 
 Students with long hair (this includes front ensemble) will need to have their hair styled in the same manner. 
 No make-up or jewelry will be allowed so please leave jewelry at home! Guard your show make-up does not count.
